17th European Short Course on Time-resolved Fluorescence Spectroscopy
Annually jointly held course by PicoQuant and the Center of Fluorescence Spectroscopy offers comprehensive introduction to this subject
Berlin (Germany), 24 June 2019 – The annual course on the “Principles and Applications of Time-resolved Fluorescence” will be jointly organized by Joseph R.
